•  ANGER   Am I angry? (James 1:19-20)

•  PARTIALITY   Am I showing partiality to the privileged? (James 2:3-4,9)

•  SPEECH   Do I condemn others through what I say? (James 3:6-10)

•  ENVY   Do I justify jealousy toward others? (James 4:1-4)

•  PRIDE   Am I proud? (James 4:6-10)

•  ABUSE   Have I taken advantage of the vulnerable? (James 5:4-6)

•  HEALING   Who do I know who needs physical or emotional healing? (James 5:14-16)

•  BLESSINGS   Who can I pray for who needs a material blessing? (James 5:17-18)

•  EVANGELISM   Who can I pray for who needs Jesus? (James 5:18-20)

•  MOTIVES   Are the secrets of my heart pure? (James 5:16)

•  ACTIONS   Am I living right in all ways—publicly and privately? (James 5:16)

•  HINDRANCES    Is there any unrighteousness in me hindering my prayer life? (James 4:3)
